Basic Requirements:

- Master Degree at university 
recognised by the EU or by the 
EUASC Committee (300 ECTS 
credits / 5 years of full time studies at 
higher education levels) or acquired 
essentially corresponding knowledge 
(exceptionally applied as 
requirement fulfilment)
- Full command of English Language
- University studies must include the 
subject pursuing to be admitted in to 
an amount equivalent to a year and 
half of full time studies
- On the basis of documents 
enclosed must be found likely to be 
able to follow successfully the 
programme to which application 
refers
- Admissions limited to number of 
adertised vacant positions as 
research students and students 
grants

Key documents to be enclosed:
- Application form properly completed, 
including full programme’s term financing 
plan, which must consider deductions from 
advertised grants’ amounts assigned to each 
vacant position
- Certified copies of university diplomas or 
certificates
- Transcripts of university record, including 
courses taken and marks received (in English 
or French)
- Reading list for university courses
- Copies of relevant written work in the 
subject application is referd to, such as 
master thesis, major, subject papers, 
significant term papers, etc.
- Additional information relevant to the 
evaluation of previous studies
- Short description of plans for thesis work

After the 
interviews, the committee ranks the 
applicants, presents and votes a 
proposal for admission of applicants to 
the doctoral programme.
